The $470 million development spans 59,000 square metres of indoor and leisure space, 2,433 car spaces, over 150 retailers, two levels of dining and 

entertainment spaces, market style fresh foods, eateries and purpose-built outdoor spaces for children and families, known as The Backyard.   

The shopping centre began as a blank canvas of ideas and was reimagined as a social infrastructure within the community. The idea was to create 

extraordinary places to connect and enrich the community through greenery, design and colour concepts. Natural stone, beachy tones and cool 

greys were used throughout the complex to achieve this.
